This bloom chart should be 

used as a general guideline as 

to when plants in the Azalea 

Garden bloom. A given season 

may be warmer or cooler than 

normal causing bloom to vary 

by a few days to two weeks. 

The 32 species listed here 

are characteristic of what you 

will see on your visit although 

many more plants can be 

found in the Garden.
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
